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Dear Parent(s)/Guardians:

The safety and well being of your child at school is of utmost concern and giving medication at school is taken very seriously.  The school is in a community setting and not the home of the student.  The standards and practices in the school may be different than what a family chooses to do in the home setting.

Each school year, the parent must provide a completed Medication Release Form for medication to be given at school.  These forms are available in the front office and at www.wogca.org. Only those medications that are medically necessary and can’t be scheduled outside of the school day will be given at school.

· If a prescription medication is brought to school for staff to administer, medication must be in a clearly marked container with a pharmacy label including the student’s name, name of medication, the date the prescription was filled and administration directions.  If the child must receive the medicine at school and at home, additional labels/containers may be available from the pharmacist. The Medication Release Form for Prescription Medication must be completed by the child’s doctor.

· If a non-prescription medicine is brought to school for staff to administer, it must be received in the original container and the Medication Release Form for Non Prescription Medication must be completed by the parent/guardian.

· If sunscreen is desired during the school day, the parent should apply this before student arrives at the school in the morning.

· Non Federal Drug Approved (FDA) preparations will not be given because they do not come with supporting research literature or known side effects in children.

· Elementary, middle school and high school students may self-medicate with prescription medicine only if they have permission to do so documented on the medication release form and at the discretion of the Principal.

· At the middle school and high school level, students may self-medicate with over the counter medicines at the Principal’s discretion.

· The storage of self-administered medication is determined by the Principal based on the nature 

of the medication, age of child, and the child’s ability to maintain safe use, including a child keeping the medication on their person.

· The parent is to bring the medication to school.  If this presents an undue hardship the parent must make alternative arrangements approved by the Principal.

· It is the Parent/Guardian’s Responsibility to replace expired medications at school.

· Parent need to pick up discontinued or remaining medicines within 2 weeks and /or at the end of each school year.  After this time, medicines will be appropriately disposed of by designated personnel.
